	Advice for EEA Applications : dental graduates from Hungary




qualifying application advice sheet

This advice sheet is aimed to assist your application for full registration. It is for the use of nationals of Member States of the European Economic Area (EEA) or those entitled to be treated as such. A person is entitled to be treated as the national of an EEA State in the UK if they are married to an EEA national (other than a UK national) who is pursuing an activity as an employed or self-employed person in the UK. In addition to this advice sheet please read the guidance notes found at the end of the application form.

complete applications

Applications and processing times are dependent upon receipt of a complete application. An application is considered complete when all of the required documents have been provided in accordance with the Council’s standards. Any document having a 3 month time limit must be in date when the application is complete and the registration is being issued. These standards are outlined in the guidance below. 

When all of the requirements have been met, please send your completed application in person or by post to the Qualifying Applications Team, Registration Department, General Dental Council, 37 Wimpole Street, London, W1G 8DQ, UK.
The following checklist must be complete for applications to be processed:

· a completed application form; and

· the fee; and

· original or certified evidence of the applicants current passport; and

· original or certified evidence of the primary dental qualification; and

· an original certificate of good standing; and

· an original EEA compliance letter.

If applicable, you may need to provide the following supporting evidence

· translations;

· proof of spouse’s nationality and employment status;

· evidence of name change.

completed application form

Part 1. Registration Details - your personal declaration. The details that you enter in this section are your registered details. Your name, registered address, gender and

qualifications will appear in the Register which will be available to the public on the GDC website. All other details provided in this section will not be available to the public.

Part 2. Health and character declaration – these must not be more than three months old at the time when the application for registration is completed and registration is being issued; if expired, the application will not be processed and current documents requested. 

Each of these references cannot be completed by the same professional.

The Character Reference must be provided by another professional such as a dentist, lawyer, or doctor (a doctor who has not completed the health certificate in the application form) who has known you for over one year and who is not a member of your family. The character reference must be no more than three months old at the time the application for registration is completed.

The Health Certificate must be completed by a registered medical practitioner who is not a member of your family. The certificate must be no more than three months old at the time the application for registration is completed.

Please read guidance notes attached to the application form for further information.

Part 3. Health and character self-declaration – this declaration should be completed and signed by the applicant. Please read guidance notes attached to the application form for further information.

the fee

The 2008 fees for first registration are shown below. The fee you pay depends on the month you submit your registration application to the GDC. (For example, if you submit your application in August 2008 you need to pay a fee of £179 for 2008).

If you are enclosing original documents with your application and would like these returned by recorded delivery please add £10 to your fee.
There are four payment methods. The registration fee can be made by:

· debit or credit card details (see form, part 4); 

· a cheque drawn on a bank with a UK branch; 

· a banker’s draft, payable through a UK bank or

· United Kingdom Postal Orders.

translations for any document not in english must follow the guidelines 

· The certified translation must be produced by a qualified translator;

· The translation must be bonded to a photocopy of the specific document;

· The translator must confirm in English writing that the translation is an exact translation of the copy attached; AND

· The translator must provide their contact details.

The Council will not accept a translation of a translation (e.g. a Chinese diploma translated into German, then to English from German is not acceptable). 

Passport and Primary dental qualification

evidence of eea nationality or entitlement to be treated as such

The Council will only accept the original or certified copies of the current passport. A person who is entitled to be treated no less favourably than an EEA national in the UK must provide:

· a certified copy of the non-UK EEA spouse’s passport; and

· a certified copy of the marriage certificate; and

· a letter from the spouse’s employer confirming that they are working in the UK, evidence of spouse’s self-employment in the UK, or other explanatory evidence stating that you are entitled to be treated as an EEA national.

primary dental qualification

The Council will only accept the original or certified copies of the primary dental qualification. 

change of name

Please note that your full name must correspond on all documents. If your name has changed or differs on any documents you must include documentary evidence (e.g. a certified copy of the marriage certificate).

certified copies must meet all of the following criteria

· The document must be first generation photocopy (i.e. a photocopy of the original document, not a photocopy of a photocopy or of a fax); and

· Where the person certifying is a Notary Public, Commissioner of Oaths, Justice of Peace or other entitled to practise law or is an authorised officer of an embassy or consulate (where a mayor or police officer cannot certify documents); and

· Where the person certifying the copy must confirm in English writing that they have inspected the original document(s) and that the document they are certifying is a ‘true copy of the original’; and

· Where the copy must bear the contact details of the person certifying, including the name, signature and address; and

· Where the person certifying the documents is not the applicant themselves, or their spouse.

certificate of good standing and certificate of compliance

If you are a graduate of a university in Hungary you must ensure that you have the two of the following documents from the competent dental authority in Hungary: the Ministry of Health, Social and Family Affairs, Office for Authorisation and Administrative Procedures, Akademia U 3, H-1054 Budapest V, Hungary. (Tel: 36-1) 475-58-01. 

certificate of good standing

The certificate of good standing must be issued by the competent dental authority in the country where you last worked as a dentist. The original certificate of good standing must be current and less than three months old from the date of issue at the time the application is completed and registration is issued. 

eea compliance letter 

The EEA Compliance letter must be issued by the competent dental authority in the country where you qualified as a dentist. The original certificate must confirm that your qualification meets the minimum standards agreed under Article 1 of the second Dental Directive 78\687\EEC. 

processing times

The GDC will aim to consider your application within 20 working days, providing the application is complete. This process will be delayed if you do not provide all of the information required. The Council reserves the right to request a personal interview with an applicant if the Registrar is not satisfied with an application.

It is illegal to practise dentistry in the UK before a registration number is issued.

An Original Registration Certificate to your address upon your registration. You may also search the online Registers on the Council’s website www.gdc-uk.org. If your name is included in the Register you are registered.
